I. Ms. Bonsignore called the meeting to order at 6:32pm
II. There was discussion regarding monument signage repair, and the website being updated with current Board members. 
III. A motion was made by Ms. Heyns and seconded by Ms. Nelson that the February 20, 2007 Open Session minutes be approved.  All were in favor. 
IV. A motion was made by Ms. Harkleroad and seconded by Mr. Heyns to accept the Income Statement dated February 28, 2007. All were in favor. 
Ms. van Os-Gries explained to the Board that it had been advised by the community accountant that any new CD’s be opened with a different bank for FDIC reasons. 

V. New Business:

a. The Board chose to table the commercial vehicle issue until the April meeting.

e. A motion was made by Ms. Bonsignore and seconded by Ms. Nelson for the community to have a compliation done for the year ending 2006. All were in favor.  

VI. Old Business:
a. Community Block Party-a motion was made by Ms. Bonsignore and seconded by Ms. Nelson to approve a check request for $1000.00 for the block party, which is to scheduled for April 29, 2007.  Concessions such as popcorn, cotton candy, and snow cones will be provided to residents during party.  Ms. Nelson volunteered to be the chairperson and assist with all preparation and budgeting. Ms. Harkleroad will contact a company for the bouncers, and concession machines. Ms van Os-Gries is to check with local company’s for their interest, as well as check with police department and fire department for their interest, and contribution. 
b. Black Eagle has gone around and counted all trees and shrubs that will need replacement, however have stated that the loss due to frost was very minimal.
